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The concept of the "Enlarged Mediterranean" represents a fundamental strategic vision for Italy,
which has evolved over time to respond to changing geopolitical dynamics and national interests.
Starting from a geostrategic definition of the Mediterranean, it has moved towards a broader
connotation, which takes into account interactions with Europe, Asia, and Africa. "Strategic depth,"
understood as the ability to project one's influence beyond maritime borders, is a key element for
ltaly's security and prosperity.

This brief essay explores the evolution of this concept, from the first maritime projections in the
central Mediterranean to the expansion towards the Black Sea, the Red Sea, and beyond. It
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highlights how Italy, a regional power with economic global interests, must develop a broad and
dynamic strategic vision to protect its interests and play a significant role in the international arena.

It is essential to consider the area where the ltalian national interests confront the capabilities of
other states: the Enlarged Mediterranean.

The Mediterranean, understood in a geostrategic sense, is a well-defined concept. However, its
geopolitical connotation, linked to security, particularly for Italy, is more complex. Three continents
"loom" over the Mediterranean: Europe, Asia, and Africa, with significant implications for security.
Therefore, it is reductive to speak of security by limiting oneself to geostrategic aspects; it is
necessary to overcome the geographical limits imposed by the sea and build a strategic depth also
on land, to guarantee the security of the inhabitants of the Italian peninsula.

History teaches us that the most advanced civilizations, to guarantee the security of their people,
try to create a buffer between vital borders and "insidious" peoples, ensuring control of the lines of
communication, both terrestrial and maritime. This strategy is defined as strategic depth.

In the case of Italy, the security of the peninsula is not divisible into two parts, a northern and a
southern one, but can be traced back to a single large geopolitical space, of which the
Mediterranean is the fulcrum. The propensity towards the creation of a strategic depth, both at a
political and economic level, has been articulated in relation to the greater or lesser power and unity
of the Italian peninsula. The more powerful it has been, the further the projection of security has
taken place, demonstrating the propensity to act and not to suffer the neighboring peoples. On the
contrary, when the peninsula found itself weakened and divided, it had no alternatives to relegating
itself to a restricted geopolitical space, where it was only capable of reacting to offenses, without
being able to anticipate the actions of others.

Between the 1st and 2nd centuries AD, Rome created a "Mediterranean-centric" European unity,
comprising the Iberian Peninsula, Gaul, Britain, the Germanic territories up to the Rhine-Danube
limes, the Balkan territories, Asia Minor, the Caucasus region, Mesopotamia, the Near East, and
North Africa. This common space was characterized by the adoption and diffusion of Roman law,
by two linguistic-cultural realities (Greek and Latin) that were not mutually exclusive, but on the
contrary perfectly known by the ruling class. Within this common space, economic prosperity was
guaranteed by a dense network of maritime trade protected by Roman naval power. The
Mediterranean was a center of irradiation outwards, towards a periphery whose problems could not
but influence the political structure of the heart of the world at that time. In this perspective are
framed the struggles that Rome sustained against the Germanic tribes and against the Parthians,
Rome's commercial rivals in trade with India and China.
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From what has just been said, it seems logical to be able to affirm that the geopolitical space of
maximum ltalian interest should be traced back to the happy expression, born precisely in the
ltalian Navy, of "Enlarged Mediterranean". Defining a geographical area that unequivocally
corresponds to this term is not simple, as it is influenced by the interpretation of the various factors
of Italian power and the political will to create or not strategic depth to the problems related to
security.

It can be affirmed, in fact, that, starting from the end of the Second World War, the operational
theater for the Italian Navy, initially limited to the Central Mediterranean, has progressively widened
to include, at the end of the 70s, the extreme geographical boundaries of the basin (Gibraltar,
Turkish Straits, Suez).

The concept of the "Enlarged Mediterranean," which, as mentioned, has remote roots, gained new
momentum during the bipolar confrontation. In this period, in fact, a closed and limited continental
vision, because it was linked to a territorial defense and borders, was opposed to a maritime vision
that knew how necessary it was to adapt naval forces in a projective sense, to cope with an increase
in national interests, especially economic ones, towards areas increasingly distant from the center
of the Mediterranean.

The 1980s then saw a further expansion of the Navy's sphere of action to protect national economic
interests, which came to include the Black Sea, the Red Sea, the Arabian Gulf, and the western
accesses (Atlantic coasts of Portugal and Morocco); it is precisely from the 1980s that the definition
of "Enlarged Mediterranean" was born at the Italian Naval War College, which summarizes this new
theater, which "goes beyond" the geographical boundaries of the basin.

In the 1990s, in accordance with the joint vision of the military instrument, it was begun to speak
of "going beyond the Enlarged Mediterranean," that is, the indispensability of maintaining excellent
diplomatic relations with key countries in the Indian Ocean and the Atlantic Ocean, in order to also
exploit their strategic position as a base for further operations.

Thus wrote in 1995 the then strategy teacher at the Higher Education Institute of the Navy located
in Livorno: "The vision of our national interests must go beyond the mere needs related to the raw
materials essential to maintaining the economy of transformation, but must take into account how
useful it is to create areas of influence, areas from which it is possible to adequately support a
possible intervention outside the Mediterranean in case of crisis. For this reason | consider it
aavisable to maintain the closest possible relations, and by close | mean relations that include
serious investments devoid even of economic returns, first of all with Morocco and Egypt, which
possess the "keys to the doors" of our "house," then with Brazil, India and Nigeria, three regional
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powers that are endowed with all the characteristics to be defined as such, but above all are
geostrategically positioned in a perfect way...".

This geopolitical vision of propensity to expansion, according to lines of direction that diverge from
the Mediterranean towards the extra-European continents, has been further developed by some
scholars, among whom it is appropriate to remember Marco Antonsich, a young Italian
geopolitician, who well summarizes what has just been said.

It is in fact appropriate to remember that Italy, a medium-sized regional power with global economic
interests, must be able to develop its trade beyond the geographical limit imposed by the
Mediterranean Sea. The possibility of pursuing the three economic directions, Euro-African,
Eurasian and Euro-American, allows our country to play an important and independent role at the
European level.

The concept of the Enlarged Mediterranean, as perceived by Italy, has common elements with the
southern European countries (Spain, France and especially Greece) and with the geopolitical
perceptions of other states that orbit on this sea. History shows us, in fact, that these perceptions
towards the Mediterranean are different depending on the states that have shown interest in it. For
the Anglo-Saxon countries (UK and USA) it becomes a rearguard to be defended in perspective of
ensuring dominion over other areas of greater interest (control over the Middle East and the routes
between the two oceans - Indian and Atlantic - characterized by the dominion of transit points and
strategic outposts: Sicily, Cyprus, Malta, etc.). For these countries it is therefore a means to achieve
an end that is outside the Mediterranean itself.

For the Mediterranean countries, on the other hand, it represents the starting point of every
projection outwards, essential to ensure an adequate strategic depth, an indispensable foundation
of the security of the state. In this case, the Mediterranean does not constitute a means, but rather
the end of every line of action that takes place on it. In short, a clash is outlined between a will to
dominate the choke points and control the lines of communication and one linked to the projection
of stability.

As a common factor in the two aforementioned perceptions, considering that the numerous
divisions, the different perceived identities and the many variables proper to this Operational Theater
cannot be eliminated, the common need to contain them is highlighted, should they collide with
each other, preventing them from degenerating into widespread conflict. It should therefore be
necessary to express a common will towards cooperation and an effort of integration through
tolerance and sharing. This should not limit, however, the necessary firmness and decision in
containing the widespread difficulties expressed by the threat and risk represented by terrorism,
illegal immigration, crime, etc.
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On the basis of this consolidated and valid concept, the Enlarged Mediterranean can be defined as
"the Maritime Operational Theater of primary national interest, comprising all those countries
towards which Italy defines its own unitary and independent security strategy; it geographically
includes, also, areas of interest of the Atlantic Alliance and the European Union."

Concluding our analysis, it can be affirmed that the concept of "Enlarged Mediterranean" represents
a fundamental strategic vision for Italy, which has evolved over time to respond to changing
geopolitical dynamics and national interests. Starting from a geostrategic definition of the
Mediterranean, it has moved towards a broader connotation, which takes into account interactions
with Europe, Asia and Africa. "Strategic depth," understood as the capacity to project one's influence
beyond maritime borders, is a key element for Italy's security and prosperity. This brief analysis
has explored the evolution of this concept, from the first maritime projections in the central
Mediterranean to the expansion towards the Black Sea, the Red Sea and beyond, highlighting how
ltaly, a regional power with global interests, must develop a broad and dynamic strategic vision to
protect its interests and play a significant role in the international arena.

In conclusion, the "Enlarged Mediterranean" is not only a geographical concept, but a strategic
vision that embraces the multiple dimensions of Italian foreign policy. Italy, due to its position and
its maritime history, has a crucial role to play in this area, as a bridge between different cultures,
economies and interests. In short, the "Enlarged Mediterranean" represents for ltaly a unique
challenge and opportunity. By fully exploiting the potential of this area, our country can strengthen
its security, promote its prosperity and play a leading role in the international arena.

Here is a summary of some recommendations to be emphasized.

1. Develop an integrated strategy: It is essential that Italian foreign policy adopts an integrated
strategic vision, which takes into account the interconnections between the Mediterranean,
Africa, the Middle East and beyond. We can no longer think of Italy's security and prosperity in
narrow terms, but we need a broad and dynamic vision, capable of anticipating challenges and
seizing opportunities that arise in this complex scenario.

2. Invest in the Navy: The Navy is an essential tool for the projection of Italian power in the
"Enlarged Mediterranean”. It is necessary to ensure that the Navy has the resources and
capabilities adequate to play its role in protecting national interests, maritime security and
international cooperation.

3. Promote regional cooperation: Italy must actively promote regional cooperation in the
Mediterranean, involving all the riparian countries, both European, African and Middle Eastern.
The creation of strategic partnerships, the promotion of intercultural dialogue and the shared
management of resources are key elements to ensure the stability and prosperity of the area.
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4. Enhance the Blue Economy: The "Enlarged Mediterranean" offers immense opportunities for
the development of the ltalian Blue Economy. It is necessary to invest in sectors such as
sustainable fishing, aquaculture, marine renewable energies, coastal tourism and technological
innovation, creating synergies between public and private sectors and enhancing ltalian
excellence in these sectors.

5. Address geopolitical challenges: The "Enlarged Mediterranean" is also an area exposed to
global challenges such as climate change, illegal migration, terrorism and organized crime. ltaly
must play an active role in managing these challenges, promoting multilateral solutions,
strengthening international cooperation and investing in moderate policies and adaptation to
different situations.
